3. DIRECTION TO TRANSFER POSSESSION OF REMAINS:  The REPRESENTATAIVE directs and authorizes the FUNERAL HOME to transfer the remains of the DECEDENT to the RECIPIENT.  In directing and authorizing the transfer, the REPRESENTATIVE understands that the FUNERAL HOME will have no further responsibility for the protection and safekeeping of the remains after such transfer.
